“Do you not know that I have the power…..  to make or break you, your  

Business, your career, your reputation.” 

“Do you not know that I have the power….to decide whether you eat 

or go hungry; “I have the power to make you do what I want!”   

“Do you not know…. I have the power to release you or crucify you.”  

 

Real power, what is it? Real power, who has it?  The power to control,  

manipulate people, how they think, what they think. The power to 

crash stock markets, the economy, the world? 

 

When Jesus stands in front of Pilate and Pilate interrogates him.

When Jesus is scourged, 

whipped and spat at and dies on the cross alone, destitute and  

completely disfigured, the earth quakes and tremors but only for  

those who are watching, only for those who are listening and those  

open to God.  Open to God doing something so completely surreal,  

completely insane and totally incomprehensible and in total defiance  

of human concepts and definitions of power, authority and  

omnipotence. Every so-called definition of authority, of royalty, of  

power is smashed into smithereens and a new script is written.
